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euro-scene Leipzig concludes and reaches 99,2 % of capacity       
Seung-Hwan Lee wins the competition’s 1st prize 
Last night, “Five easy pieces” from Belgium marked the highly successful conclusion of the euro-scene Leipzig with its motto “Ausgrabungen” (“Excavations”). Milo Rau’s unusual piece linked historic events surrounding the child murderer Marc Dutroux to general questions regarding the theatre; it aroused waves of enthusiasm in Leipzig.

euro-scene Leipzig took place for the 27th time from 07. – 12. November 2017. The festival of contemporary European theatre and dance achieved a record 99.2% of seating capacity. 
5,900 spectators saw 12 guest performances from 7 countries in approximately 
25 performances at 9 venues. All performances were practically sold out.
Late Sunday night, the final round of the “Das beste deutsche Tanzsolo” (“Best German dance solo”) competition took place for the 13th time on the already legendary round table. Seung-Hwan Lee, born in South Korea, received the 1st prize and also the audience prize for his solo, „Unpaved road“. Other prizewinners were Hannah Juliane Steenbeck from Zurich (2nd prize) and Celine Bellut from Cologne (3rd prize).    
The emphasis on reconstructions of historic dance pieces met with great interest. The opening night, “Das Triadische Ballett“ (“The triadic ballet”) by Oskar Schlemmer (1922) in the choreography by Gerhard Bohner (1977), danced by the Bayerisches Juniorballett München, had been sold out for weeks. The audience also came in droves to the evening of short choreographies by Gret Palucca, Marianne Vogelsang and Mary Wigman.
The German première of the theatre piece “Vangelo“ (“Gospel“) by Pippo Delbono from Italy received standing ovations. Other prominent guest performances were the dance piece “Bombyx mori“ (“Silkworm“) by Ola Maciejewska from Katowice / Paris, which was based on Loïe Fuller’s famous serpentine dances, as well as the dance piece “The wanderer‘s peace“ by the Swiss choreographer Nicole Seiler.
Unusual venues were a truck that the audience climbed into for the magical children’s piece „Pakman“ (“Postman“) by the company Post uit Hessdalen, Antwerp, and a cellar vault where 
Xavier Bobés from Barcelona showed his performance “Cosas que se olvidan fácilmente“ (“Things easily forgotten“) for five audience members respectively. A world première by Leipzig’s choreographer Irina Pauls, “It’s Schiller! – Die Maltheser. Tragödie.“ is based on drama fragments by Friedrich Schiller and included the well known vocal ensemble amarcord in the events on stage.
euro-scene Leipzig is financed by the city of Leipzig and the Cultural Foundation of the Free State of Saxony as well as many foundations and cultural institutions. 
The next euro-scene Leipzig will take place from 06. – 11. November 2018 for the 28th time.
