Theatre and dance festival euro-scene Leipzig successfully completed 
with focus on “Le sacre du printemps“ (“The rite of spring“) and sold-out performances
Tonight the euro-scene Leipzig ends with the dance piece ”La curva” (“The curve”) by Israel Galván from Seville. This dancer, who is celebrated throughout the world, liberates the flamenco from all accessories and creates, together with the Swiss pianist Sylvie Courvoisier, a masterpiece with its reduction. 

This year’s euro-scene Leipzig took place from 05 – 10 November 2013 for the 23rd time. Under the motto “Schwarze Milch” (“Black milk”), the festival of contemporary European theatre presented 12 evenings of guest performances from 11 countries in 24 presentations and 8 venues. 
The spectrum includes dance and spoken theatre, performances, musical stage forms and a play for children. The popular competition “Das beste deutsche Tanzsolo” (“Best German dance solo”) was held for the 11th time. The programme selection lied in the hands of festival director 
Ann-Elisabeth Wolff.
The festival opened with three very different choreographies of the ballet “Le sacre du printemps” (“The rite of spring”) by Igor Stravinsky, being the most important dance piece of the 20th century: Next to the choreographies by David Wampach, Montpellier, and Georges Momboye, Paris, it was especially Tero Saarinen from Helsinki who received ovations for his solo “Hunt”. The main focus “Le sacre du printemps” also included the dance performance “DeSacre!” by Christine Gaigg, Vienna.    

The festival highlights included the play “Melnais piens” (“Black milk”) by Alvis Hermanis with the New Riga Theatre. The topic of loss of rural identity and the dangers of globalisation were depicted with scenic alienation and outstanding actors. Andrea Miltnerová and the company Nanohach from Prague fascinated through their abstraction and the impressive light design by Jan Komárek. 

The cross-divisional play ”The Blue Boy” of the company Brokentalkers from Dublin and the dance play ”The old king” by Miguel Moreira and Romeu Runa / les ballets C de la B from Ghent as well as the children's play “Il giardino di Gaia” (“Gaia's Garden”) with the Teatro Pan, Lugano, brought sold-out venues.   
Both the venues of Schauspiel Leipzig, which the festival maintains close cooperation with, and the other venues were mostly sold-out. A well-attended fringe programme with films, discussion rounds and technical tour enriched the offer. With approximately 6,100 spectators the festival had an utilisation of 94.3%.
